CHRIS SMALLS — KEYNOTE SPEAKER

Chris Smalls is an international human-rights defender, a powerful 
advocate for global justice, and the founder of the Amazon Labor  
Union (ALU).

In July 2025, Smalls sailed aboard the civilian aid vessel Handala  
(part of the Freedom Flotilla Coalition), bound for the besieged 
population of Gaza with baby formula, food, and medical supplies. 
He was arrested after Israel's naval forces intercepted the vessel in 
international waters. According to the coalition, Smalls — who was the 
only Black activist on board — was singled out and physically assaulted  
in Israeli custody: he was choked, kicked, and left with visible marks.  
The mission underscored his belief that the struggle for Palestinian 
freedom is intertwined with global labor and racial justice and is a 
working-class issue that demands solidarity beyond borders. 

Before his flotilla voyage, Smalls gained recognition in the U.S. 
for leading workers at Amazon to form the ALU which is the first 
independent and democratic union at Amazon in the United States.  
His broader work centers on confronting corporate power,  
advocating for worker rights, and now extending that fight into 
international human-rights and anti-siege activism.

DR. ALTAF HUSAIN — MOTIVATIONAL SPEAKER
Dr. Altaf Husain is a double alumnus of Case Western Reserve 

University in Cleveland, Ohio, having earned his B.S. in Biomedical 
Engineering and his M.S. in Social Work. He received his Ph.D. in  
Social Work from Howard University in Washington, D.C.

Dr. Husain’s research interests include the mental health and 
integration of immigrant and refugee families, and especially Muslim 
adolescents, in the United States. He serves as vice president of the 
Yaqeen Institute for Islamic Research, board member of The Conscious 
Kid Library, and an advisory board member of the Peaceful Families 
Project — dedicated to the prevention of domestic violence.

His past service to the community includes serving as vice president 
of the Islamic Society of North America (ISNA), national president of 
the Muslim Students Association (MSA National), and an executive 
committee member of the Muslim Alliance in North America (MANA). 
Dr. Husain and his family live in Northern Virginia.
